-shaped neck pillows.  That means cutting, sewing, stuffing and hand-sewing all of  
those pillows.  We have given them to nursing homes, hospitals, rehabilitation  
centers, shut-ins and homebound persons.  They are well-received by recipients.  One 
dear lady was so fond of her òdog-boneó that her husband buried her with it.  We got 
the idea of  making these from a UMW member who had experienced another 
churchõs similar project.  Grace United Methodist Church of  Merritt Island, Florida 
had given her a pillow when her daughter was ill.  Our present project was to make 
òpatriotic dog-bonesó for the 200 patients in the Veterans Hospital at Memphis. They 
were delivered for Veteransõ Day.  Thatõs a lot of cutting, sewing, and stuffing.  Praise 
God for this opportunity.
